  After	
  cold-­‐faxing	
  her	
  resume	
  to	
  
the	
  offices	
  of	
  the	
  Emmy-­‐winning	
  series	
  The	
  West	
  Wing,	
  she	
  spent	
  the	
  next	
  four	
  years	
  
working	
  with	
  the	
  show’s	
  Executive	
  Producer	
  and	
  Director,	
  Alex

  Beth	
  was	
  asked	
  to	
  be	
  the	
  first	
  woman	
  to	
  run	
  for	
  the	
  U.S.

  She	
  received	
  tremendous	
  support	
  
from

  co-­‐workers	
  at

  West	
  Wing.	
  Martin	
  Sheen	
  even	
  joined	
  her	
  on	
  the	
  
campaign	
  trail.	
  Although	
  she	
  did	
  not	
  win	
  the	
  close	
  race,	
  Beth’s	
  performance	
  during	
  a	
  
televised	
  debate	
  landed

  FOX

correspondent
